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About this document  
 
This document is a summary of:  

 •  the child maintenance system in Great Britain (not including 
Northern Ireland), and  

 •  the role the Child Support Agency (CSA) has in managing this 
system.   

This document is only an introduction. It does not tell you about the 
system in detail and does not cover all circumstances. If you need 
more information about your own case, you should get advice from us 
(the CSA) or from experienced advisers. You can find information 
about advisers who can help you on page 16. 
 

This document only gives information about cases where child 
maintenance will be worked out using the scheme that started on 3 
March 2003. We call this the current scheme. We use different 
rules for working out child maintenance on cases set up before this 
date. For more information, visit www.csa.gov.uk . 
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What is child maintenance?  
Child maintenance is money paid when parents live apart, and the 
child normally lives with only one of their parents, or with neither of 
them. It is paid to help pay for their child’s everyday living costs. The 
parent who the child does not normally live with (known as ‘the non-
resident parent’) is responsible for paying child maintenance to the 
parent or other person (such as a grandparent or a guardian) the child 
normally lives with (known as ‘the parent with care’). 
 

Who are you and why are you 
contacting me?  
We are a government agency. We are part of the Department for Work 
and Pensions (DWP). Our role is to make sure that parents who live 
apart from their children contribute financially to their upkeep by paying 
child maintenance. 

If we contact you, it will usually be for one of these five reasons. 

 1  You have applied for child maintenance. 

 2  You are the parent the child normally lives with (the parent with 
care) and you or your partner have applied for Income Support 
or income-based Jobseeker’s Allowance. 

 3  You have been named by a parent with care as the other parent 
of a child. 

 4  You are an employer and one of your employees has been 
named by a parent with care as the other parent of a child. 

 5  You have a child living in Scotland who is between 12 and 19 
years old, and they have applied to us for maintenance. 
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If we contact you for any of the reasons shown above, we will phone 
you or send you a letter explaining why we are contacting you and 
what we need you to do.   
 

You may have heard that the Government plans to replace us with a 
new organisation which deals with child maintenance differently. You 
can find out more about these plans on our website at 
www.csa.gov.uk . In the meantime, we will continue to help parents 
who live apart to sort out arrangements for child maintenance. 
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Who can apply for child maintenance?  

There are three main circumstances in which people can apply for 
child maintenance, or are treated as applying for child maintenance. 

 1  If you are a parent with care or a non-resident parent, you can 
apply to us at any time to ask us to work out child maintenance 
and arrange for it to be paid.   

 2  You can also apply to us if you are a child in Scotland who is 
over 12 but under 19 years old and in full-time education (up to 
Higher standard). For more information, read our leaflet ‘How do 
I apply for child maintenance? For children living in Scotland’ 
(CSL309).  

 3  If you are a parent with care and you, or your partner, claim 
Income Support or income-based Jobseeker’s Allowance, a 
Jobcentre Plus adviser will also discuss how you can apply for 
child maintenance. They will explain what information you need 
to give to help them find out more about your application for 
child maintenance, and they will then pass the details on to us. 
We will then contact the parent the child does not normally live 
with (the non-resident parent) to arrange for them to pay child 
maintenance.   

If you are a parent with care receiving Income Support or income-
based Jobseeker’s Allowance and you believe that applying for child 
maintenance could harm or distress you or your children, you can ask 
us not to contact the other parent. This is called ‘opting out’. In these 
circumstances, you must tell us why you want to opt out. If you cannot 
give us a good reason, but still don’t want us to contact the non-
resident parent, Jobcentre Plus can reduce the amount of benefit you 
get. 
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How do you work out child maintenance?  

We work out child maintenance by applying one of four rates to the 
non-resident parent’s income. Income is earnings, money from an 
occupational or personal pension, and tax credits. We use the amount 
of income left over after things like income tax, National Insurance and 
any money paid into a pension scheme have been taken off.   
The four rates we apply to the non-resident parent’s income are as 
follows: 

 •  basic rate  (if they have an income of £200 a week or more) 

 •  reduced rate  (if they have an income of more than £100 but 
less than £200 a week) 

 •  flat rate  (if they have an income of between £5 and £100 a 
week) 

 •  nil rate  (if they have an income of less than £5 a week).

Can you adjust the child maintenance? 
As well as these four rates, we can adjust the child maintenance  
based on: 

 •  the number of other children living with the non-resident parent, 
who they or their partner get Child Benefit for (a regular 
payment made to anyone bringing up children) 

 •  the number of children the non-resident parent needs to pay 
child maintenance for, and 
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 •  whether the child stays with the non-resident parent at least one 
night each week. 

What other things can you take account of? 
In some situations, either the non-resident parent or the parent with 
care can ask us to take account of other factors when we work out 
child maintenance. 

Other factors can be things like: 

 •  having to care for a disabled child 

 •  having particularly high travel costs to see a child or children 

 •  changes in a non-resident parent’s income if they can control 
the amount they get paid, or 

 •  if a non-resident parent seems to have a way of life associated 
with someone whose income is much higher than the income 
we used to work out child maintenance. 
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How long does it take to set up  
child maintenance?  
 
Our aim is always to get child maintenance payments arranged as soon 
as possible from the date you apply. While we are gathering all the 
information we need to work out how much child maintenance must be 
paid each week, it is a good idea for the non-resident parent to support 
their children by paying child maintenance to the parent with care. This 
will also help them to avoid building up arrears.  

The non-resident parent must pay from the date we tell them that we 
have received an application from the parent with care. If the non-
resident parent makes payments before we have got all the information 
we need to work out how much child maintenance must be paid each 
week, you should both keep a record of any payments that are made or 
received.  

If there is proof that the non-resident has made these payments, we 
can take them away from the amount of child maintenance that the non-
resident parent owes.

We will not keep any information you provide when you use our online 
calculator. You should keep a record of any payments you have made 
or received. 

Once we have all the information we need, we will work out child 
maintenance as soon as possible, usually within 12 weeks.

However, it may take longer than 12 weeks if the parent with care does 
not know where the non-resident parent lives. This is because we try 
to find information from other organisations (such as other parts of the 
Department for Work and Pensions, specialist agencies for finding 
where people live, the non-resident parent’s employer, HM Revenue & 
Customs (HMRC), and credit reference agencies). 
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How do I receive child maintenance if I am 
the parent with care?  

If you are the parent with care, you will normally receive child 
maintenance direct into your bank, building society or Post Office 
account. Payments will be made regularly as agreed with the non-
resident parent – every week, every fortnight or every month.  
The non-resident parent will either pay the money straight into your 
bank account, or will pay us and we will transfer the money to you. 

If you want to make or receive payments and you don’t have a 
bank, building society or Post Office account or cannot open 
one, you can call our national helpline on 08457 133 133 to 
discuss other ways of paying or receiving your child 
maintenance. 

Will I still receive the same amount of child 
maintenance if I am the parent with care  
and I am getting benefits? 
If you or your partner are a parent with care and you claim Income 
Support or income-based Jobseeker’s Allowance, you may not receive 
full child maintenance payments as well as your Income Support or 
income-based Jobseeker’s Allowance. This is because the 
Government can keep some of the money paid as child maintenance 
to make up for the money paid as benefits.  

The parent with care will receive whatever benefit they’re entitled to, 
plus up to £10 a week of the total child maintenance paid. This amount 
is known as the child maintenance premium. 
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How do non-resident parents pay child 
maintenance?  

Parents can either:  

 •  agree that the non-resident parent will pay the parent with care 
direct, or 

 •  ask that the non-resident parent makes their payments to us. 

If parents agree to make their own arrangements for paying child 
maintenance they can choose how the non-resident parent will pay the 
child maintenance. The quickest and easiest way is for the non-
resident parent to make a standing order to pay the child maintenance 
from their bank, building society or Post Office account direct into the 
parent with care’s account.  
Or, if the non-resident parent will be making their regular child 
maintenance payment to us they can pay: 
 • by direct debit (which is a quick and convenient way of making a 

payment) 

 •  by asking their employer to agree to take the child maintenance 
payments direct from your earnings or pension, or  

 • by standing order 

When we get the payment from the non-resident parent, we will take 
the amount that is due to be paid to the parent with care and pay this 
into their bank, building society or Post Office account. We aim to pay 
child maintenance within one week of receiving it. 
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What happens if the non-resident  
parent doesn’t pay?  

If a non-resident parent doesn’t pay the right amount of child 
maintenance at the right time, we will take action to get any money 
owed to a parent with care or the Government.  
The action we take depends on the situation, but we might: 
– take money direct from a non-resident parent’s earnings as an 
employee, or  

– take action through the courts. 

We can use more than one action at a time. The action we take will 
depend on the circumstances of each case.  

Taking action through the courts can be expensive and can result in 
the non-resident parent:  

 •  paying their own legal costs and our legal costs, as well as the 
child maintenance they owe 

 •  having their driving licence confiscated, or  

 •  even going to prison.  

If you are the non-resident parent and you miss a payment or are late 
making the payment, you can phone us and pay the money you owe 
by credit card or debit card over the phone. If you do this, we will not 
need to take action. 
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What happens if someone denies that  
they are the parent?  

Sometimes, when a parent with care applies for child maintenance, the 
person they name as the non-resident parent denies they are the 
parent of the child. 

In some circumstances, we can presume they are the parent – for 
example, if they were named as the parent on the child’s birth 
certificate. If we can presume they are the parent, we carry on working 
out child maintenance as normal.  

If we can’t presume the person is the parent, we will investigate and 
possibly ask both adults and the child to take a DNA test. This test will 
tell if either of the adults taking the test is not the child’s parent. 

If the person named as the non-resident parent refuses to take a DNA 
test, we can presume that they are the child’s parent.  
If the test results show that the person named as the child’s parent is 
the parent, they will have to pay child maintenance. If they show that 
the person isn’t the child’s parent, we will ask the parent with care for 
more information. The person named as the non-resident parent will 
not have to pay child maintenance for that child. 
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What other information is available  
about child maintenance?

On our website (www.csa.gov.uk ) we provide an online child 
maintenance calculator which allows you to put in information about 
your circumstances and see how much child maintenance might be in 
your case. We will not keep any information you provide when you use 
our online calculator. 

You, or someone on your behalf, can contact our national helpline if 
you:  

 •  have any questions about how we work out child maintenance  

 •  want help or more information after you have read this leaflet, or  

 •  want us to send you any of our other leaflets.

If you have speech or hearing difficulties, a textphone service is 
available on 0845 7138924. 

Textphones are for people who find it hard to speak or hear clearly. If 
you do not have a textphone, some libraries or advice bureaus may 
have one. Textphones do not receive text messages from mobile 
phones. 
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The person taking your call will not have your personal information to 
be able to answer questions about your case. However, they can help 
you with anything general to do with child maintenance. They will also 
be able to give you the phone number of the office handling your case 
if you want to speak to someone who can answer more speci�c 
questions. Please have your National Insurance number with you 
when you call.  

We may record our phone calls to check our service and to train our 
employees. 

From 1 August 2007, calls to 0845 numbers from BT landlines should 
cost no more than 4p a minute, with a 6p charge for setting up the call. 
You may have to pay more if you use another phone company or a 
mobile phone, or if you are calling from abroad. Calls from mobile 
phones can cost up to 40p a minute, so check the cost of calls with 
your service provider. 
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What support is available in my  
own language?
